On the combined fractions 4 + 5 (kerosene and light gasoil) a D86-distillation and on the individual fractions 4 and 5 also a simdist determination was requested.

Please report the analytical results less rounded as you would do routinely (we suggest to report one extra significant figure than prescribed in the method used) in order to give more meaningful statistical calculations.
